Description of Services: 
The following terms, provisions, and conditions are a part of this contract and are agreed to by the parties.

Best efforts will be made to present a College check in the amount of $xxxx.xx (spell out dollars) to the Performer at the conclusion of the performance.  If this is not possible, a check will be mailed to the above address within 30 days of the conclusion of the performance.

	The following individual starred (*) terms would be included or excluded depending on the terms of the agreement


*College agrees to provide round-trip air travel from [location] to Hanover, New Hampshire as well as local shuttle service from airport to hotel, hotel to performance, performance to hotel, and hotel to airport.

* College agrees to provide hotel accommodations for [number of] night(s) for Performer.

*College agrees to provide [number of or dollar allocation] meal(s).

* College agrees to provide venue for the performance with proper cooling/heating, lighting, staging and sound system.

*Subject to the consent of College, Performer shall have the right to sell books, CDs, tee-shirts and other related materials through a College cashier at the performance in a location designated by College.  College shall be entitled to 20% (TWENTY PERCENT) of the gross receipts.  

*It is agreed that the Performer will send publicity materials to College no later than [date] to allow ample time for imprinting and distribution.

It is agreed that the Tour Manager of Performer will contact [name], Technical Coordinator, at [phone number] regarding specific technical information by [date].  This is of particular importance to the scheduling of the crew needed for the performance and set-up.

This contract is binding on both parties and cannot be canceled except by the written agreement of Performer and College.  Upon cancellation, all parties shall be released from any liability or damages hereunder only if the Performer or College is unable to fulfill the terms of this contract due to an act of God or other legitimate conditions beyond the control of the Performer or College.  Both parties agree to use their best efforts to present the performance as scheduled.  In the event that the performance is canceled by the Performer or College for reasons other than those cited herein, the canceling party shall reimburse the other party for all bonafide expenses incurred in the implementation and promotion of the performance upon submission of certified statement of such expenses.

In the event that the Performer arrives late to the event and causes cancellation or postponement of such, College is not obligated to pay any amount of the fee.  Arrival of the Performer at any time later than one (1) hour beyond the agreed time of [time] on [date] is considered late.

Because student fee funds are used to support this program, media must be allowed to audio and video tape this program for the purpose of providing news coverage.  College agrees that “best efforts” will be made to insure that no performance will be recorded, broadcast, televised, photographed, filmed, or otherwise extended beyond the performance location without prior consent of the Performer.

Performer will indemnify and hold harmless College and its officers, agents, and employees for all claims, causes of action, and judgments for the death or injury of any person and the damage to property that arise, directly or indirectly, from the intentional or negligent act or omission of Performer or the officers agents, employees, or guests of Performer during the use or occupancy of College’s premises for engagement and purposes related to performance.

To the extent authorized by the constitution and laws of the State of New Hampshire, College will indemnify and hold harmless Performer, and the officers, and employees of Performer for all claims, causes of action and judgments for the injury or death of any personal and the damage to property that arise, directly or indirectly, from the intentional or negligent act or omission of College or the officers, agents, or employees of College in the performance of this agreement.

College shall have the absolute right to control the sound levels, mix the sound, operate the sound equipment and design the sound set-up as may be required for the event.  College may allow the Performer’s Representative to operate the sound system; however, College will, in all cases, be the final judge of what constitutes proper mixing and reasonable sound pressure levels in the [event location].

College does not permit the consumption of alcoholic beverages unless approved by event coordinator and in a permitted location.

Performer agrees that backstage passes will be limited to persons actually working on the production.  Friends and relatives of Performer must view the performance from the audience in order to conform to safety regulations.

Performer acknowledges that all performers and other individuals provided hereunder are employees of or independent contractors with Performer and agrees that such individuals are not employees of or contractors with College.  Performer agrees that it will comply with all Internal Revenue Service requirements regarding the reporting, payment, withholding, deposit and reporting of wages, FICA taxes, income tax withholding, and other employer responsibilities.  Performer will indemnify and hold harmless College and its representatives, officers, agents and employees for all taxes, whether employment, income, excise, FICA, or other taxes relating to the Performer of this event and its members, employees, and contractors.

Publicity is the express responsibility of College.  The form and substance of all advertising, publicity, and promotional materials produced or distributed by the Performer shall be subject to prior approval of College.  Failure to secure prior written approval may result in cancellation of this contract.

College is a smoke-free campus.  Smoking is not allowed in any College building.

This Performance Agreement shall be construed under and in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire and all obligations of the parties created hereunder are performable in Grafton County, New Hampshire.

This event is a student/school function; all security will be provided by College Security personnel, College Student Affairs Division staff/personnel, and local law enforcement agencies if deemed necessary by the College Director of Safety and Security.  “Best efforts” will be made to insure proper security in all areas.

Performer(s) and Performer Representative must not incite, encourage, or participate in stepping, moshing, crowd surfing, stage diving, body slamming, or other types of dance that pose a direct threat of injury to participants and bystanders.

College Purchaser, in signing this contract warrants that he/she signs as a properly authorized representative of College and does not assume any personal liability for meeting the terms of the contract.
